•Less thorough than above.

	•Does not address the question.
•States no relevant answers.
•Indicates misconceptions.
•Is not clearly or logically organized.
•Fails to use acceptable style and grammar (two or more errors).
	•Does not demonstrate accurate understanding of the question.
•Does not provide arguments to support their answer to the question.
